Report:  Round 2 opponents West Sydney Berries were coming off a convincing win the 
week previous against Marconi; a tough test was expected for the Sutherland boys. The 
pitch was not in great condition due to the length of the grass which would to prove 
hamper play through out the course of the 90 minutes. The match started and both sides 
were a little cagey in their play with the sharks having the majority of possession in the 
early stages. A few good chances came our way but our finishing let us down as we 
could have been two or three goals up within the first half hour. After about 30 minute the 
game took a turn in favor of the berries when Sutherland winger Michael Stuart was sent 
of in a case of mistaken identity for swearing. This incident seemed did not discourage 
the Sutherland team and they continued to dominate the half creating more good 
chances but once again failing with the finishing. Also Sutherland had a good penalty 
shout turned away by the referee late in the half.  

The second half continued in much the same way as the first with the sharks having the 
majority share of possession. About 20 minutes into the second half against the run of 
play West Sydney Berries scored with a good strike from the edge of the box to make 1 
nil. The sharks continued to work hard and were rewarded 10 minutes later with a penalty 
awarded for a foul on Sean Garrett. Max Joarder stepped up and coolly struck the ball 
down the middle of the goal to convert the penalty and make it one all in the match. 
Shortly after the Berries were reduced to 10 men themselves when one of their players 
was sent off for a two footed challenge on James McKenzie which led to him also leaving 
the field as a result of the challenge. Sutherland continued to press on the Berries goal 
with more chances falling their way, but yet again some of finishing left some more to be 
desired.

We needed to rectify this 
aspect of our game and indeed contesting headers did improve in the second half. We 
borrowed Ellis, the thirteenôs keeper, and whilst gallantly stopping shots, one could not 
blame him when he could not reach a high ball that sailed over his head.
